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Over the years, we have witnessed and experienced how African womxn and girls’ voices,
stories, and experiences continue to be silenced, disrupted, and erased in global history.
The situation is far worse for womxn and girls across the Central Africa subregion, home
to over 300 million persons, constituting one-third of the continent's population, with
women making up 51% of that population. Yet, the mobilization and participation of these
women in critical spaces and dialogues, such as the CSW, CPD, COP, etc., face multiple
forms of barriers, challenges, and inequalities ranging from visa restrictions, financial
constraints, armed conflicts, stereotypes, and gender norms.

2025 marks the 30th anniversary of the landmark adoption of one of the most progressive
and important women's rights instruments and frameworks, known as the Beijing
Declaration and Platform for Action (BPfA). In preparation for the celebration at CSW69 in
New York in March 2025, global and sub-regional assemblies are being held to review the
progress and impacts of the Beijing Declaration on the lives of women and girls. Africa is
set to host a regional convening in November 2025. While these convenings are
important, it is equally vital to hold sub-regional gatherings, thus the reason for the
Central Africa Feminist Forum on the Beijing 30th anniversary.

The Central Africa Feminist Forum on Beijing30 aims to create a space for discussion and
analysis of 30 years of Beijing Declaration implementation and the challenges faced. The
forum, which will adopt a hybrid format, will also examine what governments have done
regarding the implementation of critical areas related to climate change and peace and
security. This region is known for protracted armed conflicts and multiple climate
disasters, resulting in internally displaced persons, violence against women and girls, and
various forms of injustices and inequalities, particularly affecting women and girls.
Despite these barriers, women’s rights leaders work tirelessly each day to bring about
change, even as their locally led solutions often go unrecognized. This forum will focus on
the subregion, bringing visibility to the hard work of women in the area.

It is important to note that the subregion is predominantly French-speaking, though
languages such as Arabic, English, Spanish, and Portuguese are also spoken across some
countries, making the ECCAS region multilingual and complex. The forum will bring
together 50 feminist activists, thinkers, academics, and climate justice advocates from
across the subregion, notably from DRC, Chad, Cameroon, Equatorial Guinea, Gabon,
Congo Brazzaville, S6do Tomé and Principe, Angola, and Congo Brazzaville.
